
other items.   The kits can 
be checked out at no cost 
from any public library in 
Illinois through the state-
wide inter-library loan sys-
tem.  The Lincoln’s Legacy 
Learning Kits were funded 
by a grant from the Illinois 
State Library, a Division of 
the Office of Secretary of 
State, using funds provided 
by the Institute of Museum 
and Library services, under 
the federal Library Services 
and Technology Act 
(LSTA).
